 Advisor-Advisee Pro-
gram- All junior high stu-
dents will participate in the 
advisor-advisee program on 
Wednesdays during their 
homeroom.  Students will learn 
organization skills, study skills, 
and compete in a fall and 
spring quiz bowl. Students will 
have the opportunity to study a 
list of 15 words for a spelling 
test.  All students with a per-
fect score will receive a certifi-
cate for a snack, and their 
names will be placed in a draw-
ing for a gift certificate.  There 
will be twelve spelling tests 
throughout the school year.
